How to Run for Office at Y & G

Delegations may nominate a total of five candidates each program year. Delegations may not nominate more than one candidate in any of the categories. (I.e.: pick five categories from the nine in which to nominate your candidates, and don't run more than one per category.) 
General qualifications for all candidates includes:
· A member in good standing of a YMCA Association or non-YMCA delegation.

· At least a Junior or Senior in High School (except Forum officers)

· Must attend both Training and Elections Conferences.

· Nomination approved by the Lead Delegation Advisor.

· Willingness to receive special training.

· Must be in attendance at opening session of both Training and Elections Conferences.

· Must be in Sacramento dress code during all Meet The Candidate Sessions and while presiding at T&E conferences.

· Meets the special qualifications as listed in each category link below.
